The Mary Celeste

The Mary Celeste 1 had always been an unlucky ship, but no one could have 2 __________ what would happen to it when it set sail from New York in November 1872. The ship was heading for the port of Genoa in northern Italy with a cargo of alcohol. The voyage 3 __________ about five weeks, but the ship never arrived at its destination with its crew alive.

On board the ship were the captain, Captain Briggs, his wife and two-year-old daughter, and a crew of seven sailors. After leaving New York harbour they were never 4 __________ alive again.

The ship was seen off the Azores by a British ship called Dei Gratia. It appeared to be in trouble, so the captain of the British ship, Captain Morehouse, 5 __________ closer to the Mary Celeste to investigate. Nobody answered his calls; three sailors were sent aboard to offer help. But the ship was found to be

Some of the sails had been damaged in a storm, but apart from that everything else was in perfect condition. One small boat was missing, along with a map, and some navigation equipment.
